Health Problem of Mothers Having Children with Mucopolysaccharidoses

— Based on Questionnaire Survey ——
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Abstract

Our past survey has revealed that mothers who have children with Mucopolysaccharidoses are in extremely delicate health
conditions. This time, we conducted another questionnaire survey about subjective symptoms for clarifying the body parts the mothers
feel sick, and the levels of the sickness: from the level requiring treatment to the level preventable or improvable by simple self-
control, to obtain data as reference material for the mothers’ health care. Here we report the obtained result. The used questionnaire
was Total Health Index. The result showed the mothers having children with Mucopolysaccharidoses tend to have somewhat higher
points for indefinite complaint and depression, and lower points for respiratory disease and eyes or skin troubles, as compared to those
of women living average lives. The mothers are considered to live with much anxiety and concern about their children, as the result of
that they can be easily caught by a condition they feel sick or depressed. The fact the mother have lower points for respiratory disease
and eyes or skin troubles probably shows that they pay every attention “not to make their children catch a cold” as one element in their
caring. The mothers take care of their children on daily basis, knowing the risk that the mothers’ own cold may cause complication of
respiratory infection or worsen the disease in their children, which means that the mothers consider it very important to avoid the risk,
in rearing their children. The survey result also disclosed some cases where the mothers themselves may need medical treatment. The
mothers continuously care their children and devote themselves in keeping the children’s health. In supporting the mothers, however,
we should emphasize the importance of keeping/improving the mothers’ mental and physical health, that is, taking more care of

themselves.
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
