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Development of the dysfunction of attachment system scale(1)

—— The qualitative analysis of the investigation for the mothers of 2 years old infant ——
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Abstract

The purpose of this paper is to analyze qualitatively the investigation for development of the dysfunction of attachment system
scale for infant-mother, and to select the components of the questionnaire. Free description-style investigation was performed by 201
mothers who have 2-3years old infant. They were requested to describe freely the episodes and their feelings about their embarrassing
things in the scene which gave mothers milk, graduated milk, gave baby foods, sleep, discharge, play and others. We analyzed their
descriptions in the base of mother’s feeling for infant’s vocalization. So, they were classified 3 types that were irritated type, scared
type and neutral type. We could see that healthy attachment system was constructed in the neutral type. As a result of qualitative
analysis, it became clear that dysfunction of attachment system brought to the vicious circle in the other infant care scene after the
lactation period as the starting point the conflicts over mother-infant interaction in the scene which gave mother’s milk. So, we selected
18 components which was focused the descriptions about the scene of giving mother’s milk and sleeping in order to develop the
dysfunction of attachment system scale for infant-mother. After this, we will carry out investigation by quantitative date, and examine

the factor validity and the reliability of this scale by the statistic processing.
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
