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Abstract

The purpose of this study was to review research on reading disorders and to discuss issues for further research on these disorders
in Japan. We proposed three research issues. First, we stressed the need for studies on reading in typically developing children to
find reading difficulties early. Second, we proposed the necessity for investigations into the relationship between reading individual

characters and reading whole words. Finally, we underscored the need for studies of reading focusing on phonological structure.
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
