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Abstract

The purpose of this study is to investigate the uniqueness of practices in the handicrafts laboratory at Tokyo Gakugei University.
In order to do this, we will examine in detail the lessons “candlestick,” “box,” and “light fixture,” with which the basic elements of
metalwork have been taught at the university for decades. In order to examine these basic assignments, it is first necessary to define
the handicrafts laboratory at Tokyo Gakugei University and the uniqueness of its practices. The handicrafts laboratory is organized
by students specializing in woodwork or metalwork at Tokyo Gakugei University, and the uniqueness of practices in the handicrafts
laboratory is defined as follows. For the purpose of this study, uniqueness is defined as:

1. An assignment that is practiced only at Tokyo Gakukei University, or which was developed at Tokyo Gakugei University and
is now practiced at other universities.

2. A handicrafts curriculum which is practiced only at Tokyo Gakugei University.

3. Lessons which make use of media, tools, and materials developed by the teaching staff at Tokyo Gakugei University.

In this study, we were able to investigate the distinguishing characteristics of the metalwork program. However, not all of these
characteristics could be considered unique. Therefore a further direction of this study will be needed to compare the lessons with

those of other universities.
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
