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Abstract

The purpose of this paper was to reveal the objectives and activities of the safe school in New Zealand. The concept of the safe
school emerged from the safe community promoted by World Health Organization.

In 2007, I visited one of the safe schools in New Zealand, Murrays Bay International Safe School, as a senior adviser of the Japanese
Safety Education Delegation. Murrays Bay School was accredited by the Safe Community foundation New Zealand as an international
safe school in 2006. Murrays Bay School has developed and maintained the safety culture and a safe environment within the school
site. Our investigation revealed the school provided schoolchildren and their parents with many safety education programs, and
some outcome of programs were very effective. The activities of the safe schools were based on sustainability and cooperation with

communities. Finally, I discussed the application of the safe schools to Japan.
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
