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On the school evaluation in the special needs education

— Mainly the school evaluation at the metropolitan special schools in Tokyo ——
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Abstract

[Purpose of the investigation]

In Tokyo Metropolitan Goverment Board of Education, ”School management liaison council assembly” was set up to the
metropolitan school in 2001 fiscal year, and the conference came to examine the correspondence such as doing the school evaluation.
However, the realities are not clarified to the school evaluation executed at all the metropolitan special schools in Tokyo. Therefore,
it aimed to clarify the following content by analyzing the survey slip of the investigation of the execution condition of the school
evaluation at the metropolitan special schools in Tokyo and the school evaluation in the present study. (1) Content of school evaluation.

(2)Method of executing school evaluation. (3) Problem of school evaluation.

[Method of the investigation]
1. Execution of questionnaire investigation concerning the realities of school evaluation at metropolitan special schools in Tokyo.
2. Execution of analysis of school evaluation format at metropolitan special schools in Tokyo by guardians.

3. Execution of analysis of school evaluation format at metropolitan special schools in Tokyo by child students.

[Result and consideration of the investigation]
It has been understood that the school evaluation by guardians is executed by 100% at the special schools that answered from the

result of the survey of method 1. Moreover, it was outside assumption that the execution rate of the school evaluation by the child
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students was as much as 76.7%. However, it is at 7 schools (16%) in 43 schools that execute the school evaluation to all members of
the child students and cannot say a high execution rate. The school that did not make the result of the school evaluation public was 16%.
Most methods of making public were “Report” and “School distributed material. It can be understood to making by “Homepage” public to
require carefulness. However, it is thought that it is important to bear making by “Homepage” public in mind as much as possible.

In the analysis of the investigation format of the school evaluation by guardians and child students at the metropolitan special
schools in Tokyo, the feature and the difference were seen by the special school where the trouble kind was different in the question
item in the survey slip. It was able to be assumed that there was a lot of one that concerned “Class” in the survey analysis of the school
evaluation by the child students. However, it was clarified that there were a lot of question items concerning “Teacher” by this analysis.
Besides, the question item such as “Could the teacher hear worry and the talk?” can be set only after from child students’ lines of
vision. This aspect is thought to serve as a reference enough at other school’s evaluation. Moreover, the device of the content of the
question that considered the level of disability and the developmental stage was seen. It is thought that it doesn’t advance at a specific

school alone but advancing this in cooperation with interscholastic and each research laboratories is necessary.
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
