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How Do University Students Externalize Their Thought in Lecture-Style Class? :

—— Quantitative and Qualitative Analyses of Reaction-Paper —
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Abstract

The present study investigated how university students externalize their own thought in Lecture-Style Class with using Reaction-
Paper (RP). In a class of Educational Psychology, students (N=80) were distributed RP and directed using RP for reviewing of lesson.
The categorical analysis showed that contents of RP were qualitatively divided into four types. The first was “simple description”
which informed their feeling and thought to teacher. The second was “interpretive description” which interpreted lesson content.
The third was “concrete description” which associated lesson contents with their experience and lifestyle. The last was “irrelative
description” which was private comments to teacher. Most students described simple description rather than other description. The

results suggested that contents of RP were determined by “addressibity” (Bakhtin, 1986).
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
